➢ Transition arrangements throughout the year including a 
transition week which includes a residential trip to Llangrannog 
and a day at the school in July.

Fel ysgol, rydym yn dilyn canllawiau polisi Iechyd a Diogelwch yr Awdurdod Lleol.  Mae 
gennym bwyllgor Iechyd a Diogelwch sy’n cwrdd yn dymhorol ac yn archwilio’r trefniadau 
iechyd a diogelwch ar gyfer disgyblion a staff. 
 
Mynediad i ymwelwyr yn ystod y diwrnod ysgol:  

➢ Rhaid i bob ymwelydd ymweld â’r brif fynedfa cyn cael mynediad i’r ysgol, a llofnodi 
mewn yn electronig.

➢ Er mwyn gadael trwy’r brif fynedfa, rhaid gwasgu botwm diogelu sydd wedi ei osod ar 

uchder ar gyfer oedolion. 
 
Os fydd ymwelwyr yn ymddwyn yn amhriodol tuag at ddisgyblion neu aelodau staff , yna 
gofynnir iddynt adael safle yr ysgol ar unwaith a chysylltir â’r heddlu pan fo hynny’n briodol. 
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SUPERVISION AND SAFETY 

 
Ensuring the safety of our learners is essential for us at Ysgol Gymraeg Y Login Fach. Each 
member of staff is responsible for the welfare and care of the pupils and all members of staff 
are aware of the safety and security arrangements across the school. Staff are on duty from 
8.10am for pupils attending the Breakfast Club and from 8.40am for everyone else.  
 
Arrangements for learners leaving the site:  

➢ Pupils are not allowed to leave school early without permission.  
➢ If there is a change in the way a pupil goes home, parents will be asked to inform the 

school in advance of the arrangements made.  
 
Sun Safety 

➢ The school follows the County's guidelines regarding safety in the sun. Parents are 
expected to provide the children with a suitable cap/hat in hot times.  

➢ We ask parents to apply sunscreen on their child in the morning.  
➢ STAFF MAY NOT put sun cream on a child.  

 
There is an internal telephone in each room to connect in an emergency and there are CCTV 
cameras around outside the school. Children are supervised during lunchtime and playtimes 
and a fire drill is held regularly.  
 
From time to time the school will be visited by Health Authority medical and dental officers. 
Parents will be given the necessary information prior to these visits, and will be contacted if 
there are any problems with them. The school also makes use of other services within the 
Authority, such as the Psychological Service and the Welfare Service. 

HEALTH AND SAFETY 
 
As a school, we follow the Local Authority’s Health and Safety policies. We have a Health 
and Safety Committee which meets termly to assess and inspect the site, and processes 
followed by pupils and staff. 
 
Entrance for visitors during the school day:  

➢ Every visitor must gain entrance via the main entrance, and sign into the building 

electronically. 

➢ Each visitor is provided with a visitor’s badge bearing their name and photograph. 

➢ When leaving the school, the main front door can only be opened by pressing a 

release button which is set at adult height. 

If visitors behave inappropriately towards pupils or staff members, they will be asked to leave 
the school immediately and the Police called if appropriate. 
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CHILD PROTECTION 
 

 
Every member of staff at school has a responsibility to ensure the  
protection and safety of children. If staff have any cause to suspect  
physical, emotional or sexual abuse then they have an obligation under Wales Safeguarding 
Procedures to inform the school’s Designated Officer for Child Protection. 
 
The Designated Officer may consult with professional colleagues and relevant agencies such 
as the Health Authority or Social Services. Following these consultations, it is possible that the 
Designated Officer may refer the child’s case officially to Social Services in line with the 
guidelines of the Local Authority. 
 
The decision as to whether further action needs to be taken lies with Social Services. 
Depending on the nature of the allegations it may not be appropriate to discuss matters with 
the parent before referring the pupil. Social Services and the Police then take responsibility for 
investigating any allegations. 
 
The Designated Officer for Child Protection for the school is Mrs Katrin Parkhouse, the 
Headteacher, or in her absence Mrs Rhian Davies, the Deputy Head. The Governor 
responsible for Child Protection is Mrs Susan Evans, the Chair of Governors.

Regular assessment and observation enable the teachers to design activities and 
strategies which are suitable for each child. Our aim is to know each and every child well 
so that we can tailor to the needs of each and every child. Occasionally additional or 
different help will be needed for some children. This can take various forms such as the 
use of specific strategies, the provision of additional help or seeking advice from external 
specialist agencies. 
 
The school’s staff will work closely with both children and parents in designing the 
educational provision for pupils with additional learning needs, and will include parents in 
the decisions made. This is a joint process with the classroom staff working closely with 
the school’s Additional Learning Needs Co-ordinator, Mrs Denise Whitty in identifying, 
monitoring and designing suitable provision for each pupil.

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MEDICATION AND ILLNESS 
 
 

When a pupil feels unwell, we will make every attempt to contact parents to send the pupil 

home. When a pupil has an accident at school, first aid is administered by the school’s 

First Aid Officers. In the event of a head injury, we will always contact parents. If 

professional medical assistance is needed, we will make every effort to contact parents to 

send the pupil home, using contact information provided by parents. 

 

If parents change their phone number, address or email address during the school year, 

these details should be passed on to the school office so that the contact details on the 

system can be amended. 

 

If a parent asks a member of school staff to administer  

medicine to a child, the school will follow the guidelines of our 

“Administration of Medicines” policy.  An “Administer Medicines” 

form should be completed – this is available either from the  

school office or on the school’s website. 

 

When assistance medication (e.g. an asthma pump) is needed,  

the pupil can go to the office where these are kept. A member of staff will be available to 

assist. If you are unsure about any aspects of medication at school, please speak to the 

Headteacher.   

DISABILITIES 
 

When a child with disabilities and / or additional learning needs starts at the school, 

additional meetings and visits will be arranged to help the pupil settle in from the early 

days. We will treat each child equally and will use the same admissions policy for all. 

 

Pupils and staff will treat everyone equally in line with our Equality Policy. 

 

The school building is suitable for pupils with physical disabilities as all areas are 

accessible without using stairs. We have suitable toilet facilities and an Accessibility Plan.

It is the responsibility of all members of the school to behave with courtesy and respect towards 
others at all times. Everyone is expected to show self-discipline and positive behaviour that 
reflects the ethos of our school. Praise and reward are used as key elements in fostering self-
discipline and developing positive attitudes. The rules of the school are based on the principles 
of self-esteem and respect for others.  
 
In cases of misbehavior, a 'Remedial Practice' approach is used to resolve conflicts, encourage 
effective communication and work towards positive outcomes.  In cases of persistent or regular 
misconduct, the Headteacher will make arrangements to contact the parents to discuss. Home 
and school collaboration is essential in rooting the principles of behavior, discipline and well-
being of school members.

In each school year three open evenings are held which give parents and guardians the 
opportunity to meet the teachers and discuss their child’s work. We also hold “Celebrate My 
Work” days at which family members can visit the school to view their child’s work with the 
pupil and celebrate their achievements. At the end of each school year, each pupil will receive 
a formal report outlining their performance for the year.

ATTENDANCE 
 
 

The school should be notified of any medical or dental appointment that means a child is 
going to be absent from school. If a child is absent from school due to illness, it is necessary 
to give the school a telephone call or leave a message via Parentmail on the 1st and 3rd 
days to explain this.  
 
Absence without consent is considered 'absence without consent'.  
 
As a school we encourage parents not to take their children from school on holiday during the 
school so that the children can fully benefit from the opportunities that the school provides. 
The Local Authority strongly recommends to headteachers and governing bodies not to 
authorise any absences due to seasonal holidays. This means that any absences caused by 
pupils taking term time holidays, will be recorded as unauthorised.  
 
If you are taking your child on holiday you will need to complete a holiday request form from 
the office or via the website. 
 
We work closely with the Welfare Officer to monitor absences. It is noted that frequent 
unauthorised absences can affect the commitment of the Welfare Officer. As a result, parents 
may receive a fine if their child is regularly absent from school.

Relationship and Sexuality Education is taught as part of our Health and Wellbeing and 
Personal and Social Education curriculum. Parents are welcome to come and read our policy 
and work plan which has been agreed by the Governing Body. The main emphasis is on 
relationships and this will reflect the needs of the pupils as they progress through the 
progression stages. The school nurse comes to talk to Year 5 and 6 pupils about puberty 
each year.  
 
In accordance with Welsh Government legislation, there is no right to withdraw from RSE. 

RELIGIOUS EDUCATION AND WORSHIP 
 
 

Morning services are held that are Christian in their foundation and 
moral and spiritual in their emphasis. Parents have the right to 
exclude their children from the service by directing a letter to the 
Headteacher.
