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YOUR CHILD’S FIRST DAY IN SCHOOL

Your child will need: 

· school uniform (name on everything!) 

· a small school bag to carry the things listed below! 

· fruit or vegetables (no nuts) in a box with his/her name on it.  If you are providing grapes, please ensure they are cut in half, lengthways. 

· water in a plastic bottle with your child’s name on it 

· no jewellery

· spare clothes.

Your child's first day at school is one to cherish, and we will make every effort to make sure it is a happy and memorable one for everyone. The children of the Nursery will start gradually, in order to give them the opportunity to settle in and familiarize themselves with new faces as well as their new learning environment. It will also be a valuable opportunity for parents and staff to get to know each other. 


Parents do not come onto the site at the start of the school day but during the first few weeks, you are welcome to take your child to the Nursery class along the footpath, where members of staff will be there to greet and help you. Within a few weeks, your child will be confident enough to walk along the walking path with the other children. School staff are stationed along the route for safety and the classroom teacher along with classroom assistants will be available to guide your child into the classroom.









We ask that you say goodbye ‘happily’ to your child. Some children may be tearful when parents leave them for the first time, but they get used to saying goodbye soon enough. If we feel that your child continues to worry after a period of time, we will contact you. When you collect your child at the end of the session, we ask that you wait outside the main entrance to the Nursery. We will transfer children safely to their parent/guardian one by one.

BREAKFAST CLUB

The school offers a daily Breakfast Club for pupils in Morning Nursery, Reception and Years 1 to 6. This is financed by the Welsh Government.

The Breakfast Club opens at 8.10am, with last admission at 8.25am. The children are supervised until 8.40am when they are escorted to class.

SCHOOL UNIFORM


School uniform fosters a sense of belonging and pride and we encourage your child to wear the official uniform of:

· Black trousers / shorts or black jogging bottoms
· Black skirt
· Red polo shirt with school logo
· Red school sweatshirt with school logo
· Black shoes
· Red and white gingham dress in the summer
· White or black socks with dresses or skirts

All clothes need to be marked with your child’s name 
so that lost items can be returned.
